When asked whether the Juru-Sungai
Dua elevated highway project will be toll-
free once completed, Chow replied that
there are already existing tolls along the
route from Juru to Sungai Dua.

REGIONAL med-tech
Apowerhouse is in the mak-

ing with Penang’s rise in
this sector, says Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow.

Speaking at the 35th-anniver-
sary dinner of the Association
of Malaysian Medical Industries
(AMMI) recently, Chow highlight-
ed that six of the top 30 global
medical technology companies
have already established manu-
facturing footprints in Penang.

“Many of these companies
are producing higher value-
added products, including sci-
entific instruments, medical
electrodes, catheters, surgical
equipment, orthopaedic instru-
mentation, and programmable
devices such as pacemakers
and defibrillators,” Chow said.

“With the highest concentra-
tion of med-tech companies in
Malaysia and Southeast Asia,
Penang is poised to strengthen
its position as a highly attrac-
tive location for its infrastruc-
ture availability and ecosystem
that meets the demands of this
industry.

“But beyond infrastructure
and ecosystem advantages,
Penang’s medtech sector is

expected to continue its growth
this year and in the years to
come,” Chow said.

According to the Asian Insid-
ers Market Report, Malaysia’s
medical devices industry is pre-
dicted to grow at a compound
annual growth rate of 7-9% be-
tween 2024 and 2028.

This growth, driven by both
domestic and global demand,
is expected to benefit Malaysia
and, in particular, Penang.

Chow also noted that medical
tourism continues to be a sig-
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nificant growth driver since the
pandemic.

“In the last six months, Pen-
ang attracted 214,100 foreign
patients and generated RM456
million in revenue. This, in turn,
has spurred an increase in pri-
vate medical facilities, with
17 established in the state to
date,” he said.

While Penang is widely
known as the “Silicon Valley
of the East” for its strength in
electrical and electronics (E&E)
industries, Chow described
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the medical devices sector as
Penang’s “silent grower”.

“From 2018 to 2023, Penang
accounted for 45% (or RM6 bil-
lion) of Malaysia’s scientific and
measuring equipment, including
medical devices, in terms of ap-
proved manufacturing invest-
ments,” he stated.

The state government will
continue to focus on ensur-
ing sustained growth in the
med-tech industry, particularly
through talent development and
infrastructure support.

City Hall building set for major repairs

THE iconic City Hall on Ja-
lan Padang Kota Lama is set
to undergo significant repair
works as part of the Penang
Island City Council’s (MBPP)
ongoing conservation initiative
to preserve the heritage struc-
ture.

MBPP mayor Datuk A. Ra-
jendran announced that the re-
pair works, estimated to cost
RM20 million, are scheduled
to commence next April.

markable breast cancer survi-
vors who shared their personal
journeys at the inaugural Ma-
laysian Breast Cancer Summit
2024 in Penang recently.

In Malaysia, it is reported
that approximately one in 20
women will develop breast can-
cer in her lifetime, with 8,418
new cases diagnosed each
year — amounting to 23 new
cases every day.

Breast cancer remains the
leading cause of cancer-relat-
ed deaths among Malaysian
women, claiming around 3,500
lives annually, which averages
to nine deaths per day.

However, survival rates im-
prove significantly with early
detection, offering survivors
a greater chance of leading
normal, fulfilling lives post
treatment.

The inaugural two-day Ma-
laysian Breast Cancer Sum-
mit 2024, organised by
TalkHealthAsia.com, was offici-
ated by Tan Lean Kee, wife of
Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow.

Yong Lee Lee, founder and
honorary CEO of the Pink Rib-
bon Wellness (L) Foundation
(Pink Ribbon); Kim Lim, presi-
dent of the Breast Cancer
Welfare Association Malaysia
(BCWA); and Jayne Chee Goon
Hoe, president of Pink Penang,
spoke candidly about their ex-
periences.

Their mission: to inspire
newly diagnosed patients and
fellow survivors to believe that
there is life beyond cancer.

Here are their stories:

Battle fought with
knowledge, strength )

Yong Lee Lee:

| WAS 42 when | left my"]'b‘a
as a finance director for a mul-
tinational company with busi-
nesses in Malaysia, Singapore
and Thailand.

The stress had become
overwhelming, and | suffered a
mild stroke. My two daughters
were young then, aged seven
and 11. | thought, why not
concentrate on rebuilding my
health?

But just a
month before | retired

in 2005, | went for a medical
check-up, including a mam-
mogram. To my shock, | was
diagnosed with Stage 1 breast
cancer.

| remember asking myself,
‘Why wasn'’t | given a second
chance?’ Like many cancer pa-
tients, | went through denial,
eventually sinking into three
years of depression. Back
then, we didn't have active
support groups or the level of
breast cancer awareness we
have today.

Together with my doctor,
Datuk Dr M. Devanand, we
founded Pink Ribbon, an NGO,
almost 15 years ago. Through
this journey, | came to re-
alise how much information

and awareness needed to be
spread.

The most important thing
| learned is that knowledge
empowers. In those days, we
didn't have conferences like
the Malaysian Breast Cancer
Summit. We travelled around
Malaysia to educate the peo-
ple.

After 15 years of being
cancerfree, | experienced a re-
currence during the pandemic
in 2021. When | was first di-
agnosed with Stage 1 breast
cancer, | underwent a lumpec-
tomy, where only the abnormal
breast tissues were removed. |
didn’t need chemotherapy, just
15 times of radiation and five
years of anti-hormone therapy.
Early detection makes survival
almost 100%.

My reaction was different
when | faced my recurrence be-

cause | was stronger and more
knowledgeable. Of course, be-
ing human, | was shocked and
devastated.

But | pulled myself together
because | knew what to do.
Even though a small surgery
would have sufficed, | asked
my doctor to remove both my
breasts to reduce the risk of re-
currence. By that time, | was in
my late 50s, and my health was
far more important to me than
my breasts. So, | underwent
a double mastectomy. Thank-
fully, the cancer was small, so
| didn’t need further treatment
beyond anti-hormone therapy.

But in 2022, the cancer re-
turned, this time affecting my
chest wall. Although it was
tiny, | had to undergo radiation
again. | went through 25 frac-
tions of radiotherapy and am
now back on medication again.
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My advice to women is ev-
ery month, a week after your
period, check your breasts. If
you notice any changes, feel
a lump, or see discharge, con-
sult a doctor immediately.

Women above 40 are ad-
vised to do mammogram
screening every two years. The
key is early detection because
breast cancer is one of the
most treatable cancers. Many
women are afraid or ashamed
to talk about it. But we advo-
cate that the more you share
your knowledge and raise
awareness, the stronger you
are.

Even after 19 years as a
breast cancer survivor, | still
attend conferences like this.
Each time | learn something
new.

No matter what, we are still
women. We can wear prosthe-
ses or undergo breast recon-
struction to feel good. There
are ways to rebuild our confi-
dence. It is not the end of the
world.

WHEN | was diagnosed with
breast cancer, | just turned 39.
This year marks my fourth year
as a cancer survivor.

Right before my diagnosis, |
lost my job as a senior manag-
er at a multinational company

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during Covid-19.

The first question that hit
me after discovering that | had
Stage 3 cancer was: ‘Why me?’
My cancer was aggressive — a
triple-negative type. | told my-
self it was okay to lose a job
because | could always find
another one, but cancer was a
different story.

The situation became more
urgent when | failed to act for
almost three months. By then
the cancer had progressed.
My surgeon had to perform a
lumpectomy, which is a breast-
conserving surgery, and re-
move lymph nodes. | under-
went 16 rounds of chemothera-
py and 20 rounds of radiation.
My entire treatment took seven
months.

One day, | woke up in the
hospital to find a woman sit-
ting in front of me. She was
a breast cancer survivor and
a volunteer counsellor from
BCWA. | was so fortunate to be
introduced to her.

My first question to her was,
‘Are you sure you're a breast
cancer survivor?’ | had never
met one before. All | had ever
seen in the media were stories
of people dying of cancer. Yet,
there she was — looking so
normal and full of energy.

Learning from her that she
had survived cancer for more
than 10 years, all my questions
about the disease vanished.




At that time, | was pursuing
my MBA and preparing for an
accounting exam. After meet-
ing her, | stopped focusing on
my breast cancer and began to
realise that there is hope and
life beyond cancer.

Inspired by this woman, |
signed up as a patient support
volunteer with BCWA. That was
how my journey as an advocate
began. Having been diagnosed
at 38 and having gone through
so much, | felt empowered
to do even more. | feel very
blessed that | have the support
of my family, my friends and
other NGOs.

The initial questions we all
ask, like ‘Why me?’ And ‘Can |
get through this?’ — along with
concerns about the treatment
and losing hair — are valid. But
with determination, we can all
return to our lives. It starts with
a choice.

My advice to the newly diag-
nosed is to follow your doctor’'s
instructions. It's okay to seek
a second opinion but don’t de-
lay too long. Forget about look-
ing up information on Google. |
know how tempting it is when
friends suggest alternative
treatments, but | believe in sci-
ence. | am a straightforward
person — | simply follow my doc-
tor's advice. The ‘right knowl-
edge from the right source is
crucial, like from our BCWA
“Message of Hope” book,
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which can also be downloaded
online.

You can eat everything in
moderation but avoid raw food
during chemotherapy, as it
might be contaminated. When
your immune system is low,
you need protein to recover.
Even if you have no appetite,
drinking milk protein can help.
If you are unsure, always check
with your doctor.

Step by step, we can all
learn. Each of us can make
a difference. That's how I've
transitioned into the third year
of my second term.

Through all my challenges,
I've learned that even in the
face of adversity, we can cre-
ate positive change. Whether
through volunteer work, advo-
cacy, or running a business
that supports others, we all
can make a difference.

My promise to start a
support group
Jayne Chee Goon Hoe:

IT has been 30 years since
| was first diagnosed with can-
cer. My journey began in 1994
when | was diagnosed
with Stage 3 naso-
pharyngeal carcino- |
ma (NPC), a type of
cancer located be-
hind the nose and

above the back of :

the throat.

| found a lump
on my neck. Ini-
tially, | ignored
it as there was
no pain ... un-
til one night, |
dreamt of my
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late sister. In the dream, she
stood at a distance, holding her
neck with blood pouring out. |
realised she was trying to warn
me that the lump was danger-
ous and needed attention.

True enough, the lump was
malignant. The cancer had
already spread to four lymph
nodes in my neck.

| underwent 35 sessions of
radiotherapy at Tung Shin Hos-
pital in Kuala Lumpur. Typically,
Stage 3 cancer patients need
to undergo chemotherapy. But,
by the grace of God, after sev-
en weeks of radiotherapy, the
doctor informed me | wouldn’t
need chemotherapy as my can-
cer was under control.

| told God that if | were given
a second chance at life, | would
start a cancer support group.
Thirty years ago, hardly could
we find such a group in exis-
tence.

Six weeks after my treat-
ment, | returned to work in the
Accounts Department at the
Penang Development Corpora-
tion. My colleagues and friends
were surprised to see me look-

ing healthier than before.
Gradually, they began refer-
ring cancer patients to me
for advice and support.
Starting in May 1995,
| was on my own doing
cancer support after of-
fice work. In 1998, | met the
former chairman of the
Penang State Women
Development Cen-
tre Datuk Kee Phaik
Cheen who played a
crucial role in help-
ing us secure an of-

fice at Kompleks Masyarakat
Penyayang. Together with the
assistance of two friends, we
started a cancer support group
that operated every Saturday
from 3pm to 5pm.

| opted for early retirement
in 2001 and was involved full-
time voluntarily in cancer sup-
port as my son had started his
career.

Along my journey, | was fortu-
nate to meet Dr Teoh Mei Shi, a
very dedicated breast surgeon,
from Penang Hospital, who now
works at LohGuanLye Special-
ists Centre.

She is the founder of Pink
Penang, and as she was busy
with her professional duties,
she invited me to lead the
group. We are also grateful to
Dr Mary Quah, the CEO of Lo-
hGuanLye Specialists Centre,
for providing us with a space
for our support group activities.

Our support group meets at
the hospital every Wednesday
from 2pm to 4pm. In addition
to providing moral support, we
engage in activities such as
laughter therapy, qigong, yoga
and singing.

My second battle with can-
cer came in 2010, a time when
| was having some family prob-
lems. | was shocked to find a
lump on my right breast.

The cancer had spread to my
lungs and rib bones, and | was

diagnosed with Stage 4 breast
cancer. The oncologist told me
| had only four months to live.

When my son, my only child,
learned about my health and
personal problems, he hugged
me and said, “Mum, don’t wor-
ry. Even if you lose everything
in the world, it doesn’t matter.
You still have me.”

| was deeply moved by his
love and decided that | couldn’t
be an irresponsible mother. His
words reignited my spirit, and
| resolved to fight my second
battle.

In 2011, | underwent a mas-
tectomy on my right breast and
had my lymph nodes removed.
| completed 12 cycles of che-
motherapy. The side effects
of chemotherapy were terrible,
and my weight dropped to
30kg.

However, the care and con-
cern of support group members
whom | had helped in the past
was incredibly encouraging.

One of my greatest joys was
celebrating my son’s wedding
in 2011, just three days after
completing my final chemother-
apy session. Praise the Lord.

| always fight to live, not for
myself but for my loved ones.

| often tell those who are
newly diagnosed that confi-
dence is half the battle won.
The willpower to continue the
journey is crucial.
