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ITH determination and com-
mitment from all parties, Pen-
ang’s fiscal performance will

improve soon.

Giving this advice, Yang di-Pertua Neg-
eri Tun Ahmad Fuzi Abdul Razak said the
state government must take proactive
steps to implement the “State Deficit
Projection Reduction Strategy for 2024”
(Strategi Pengurangan Unjuran Defisit
Negeri Tahun 2024) while intensifying ef-
forts to enhance state revenue sources.

Ahmad Fuzi, in his speech at the First
Meeting of the Second Term of the 15th
State Legislative Assembly on May 24,
urged all Penang assemblymen to pres-
ent their views and suggestions for in-
creasing state revenue.

“Generally, Penang is one of the
states that consistently demonstrates
strong financial performance.

“This is because the state’s actual
expenditure deficit can still be covered
by the accumulated balance of the State
Consolidated Revenue Account (Akaun
Hasil Disatukan Negeri), resulting in a
positive financial performance at the
end of the year.

“In addition, Penang is the sec-
ond state with the lowest amount
of outstanding federal government
loans, amounting to RM36.73 mil-
lion as of Jan 31.

“Furthermore, the Penang govern-
ment consistently maintains excellent
performance in financial governance.

“As a result, the state government re-
ceived the Clean Audit Certificate for the
State Financial Statement for the year
2022 from the National Audit Depart-
ment on Aug 28, 2023.”

Ahmad Fuzi said the Penang govern-
ment recognised that the state expendi-
ture deficit could not always be covered
by the accumulated balance of the State
Consolidated Revenue Account without

a significant increase in revenue.

In his 30-minute speech, Ahmad
Fuzi congratulated the leadership of
Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow, along
with all state executive council (exco)
members and the government’s ad-
ministrative machinery, for steering
Penang towards excellence.

He expressed his gratitude to Prime
Minister Datuk Seri Anwar lbrahim for
his unwavering dedication to connecting
with the people through various Madani
policies and for supporting Penang’s de-
velopment by approving increased allo-
cations for the well-being of Penangites.

Ahmad Fuzi also extended his ap-
preciation to the Prime Minister for his

commitment to funding the Perak-Pen-
ang Water Project, which would enable
the supply of treated water from Sungai
Perak to Penang.

The close cooperation between the
federal government and Penang was
also lauded by Ahmad Fuzi.

“Thanks to this close cooperation,
the federal government has approved
the Penang International Airport (LTAPP)
expansion project, for which the pre-
qualification tender process by Malaysia
Airports Holdings Berhad (MAHB) has
been underway since March.

“Another long-awaited mega project
in Penang that will be implemented soon
is the Light Rail Transit (LRT) project,

with an estimated cost of RM10 billion
to RM413 billion. This project will be car-
ried out through the Transport Ministry,”
Ahmad Fuzi said.

On health-related matters, the
Yang di-Pertua Negeri thanked An-
war for approving an immediate al-
location of RM11 million for the con-
struction of a Type 2 health clinic in
Bayan Lepas to enhance the health
sector in Penang.

Before wrapping up his speech, Ah-
mad Fuzi urged all state assembly mem-
bers to ensure proceedings are conduct-
ed smoothly and orderly, stressing the
values of mutual respect regardless of
differing political ideologjes.
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TIE Penang government
has recorded an actual sur-
plus of RM28.66 million as
of May 29 this year.

This is because the state’s
actual revenue of RM342.60
million exceeds the state’s ac-
tual expenditure of RM313.95
million, says Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow.

“The state government is
confident that it can improve
revenue collection in 2024 com-
pared to last year (2023).

“With dedication and com-
mitment from all parties, the
Penang government believes
that the state’s financial perfor-
mance will improve this year,”
he said in his winding-up speech
during the State Legislative As-
sembly session on May 30.

Chow added the Penang
government was proactively
implementing the “State Defi-
cit Projection Reduction Strat-
egy for 2024 (Strategi Pengu-
rangan Unjuran Defisit Negeri
Tahun 2024).

“This strategy is an internal
control measure taken by the
state government to ensure fis-
cal sustainability.

“Therefore, if the depart
ments, agencies, statutory bod-
ies, and state-owned compa-
nies adhere to the disciplined
alignment of 2024 expendi-
tures, the state government is
optimistic that this strategy will
prevent an actual deficit by the
end of 2024,” he said.

Separately, Chow mentioned
that the Penang Water Supply
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CM confident of improved
financial performance
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Corporation (PBAPP) has been
selling water to domestic con-
sumers below its production
cost since it was corporatised
25 years ago.

“While the production cost
per m3 of water is RM1.30 this
year (2024), domestic consum-
ers are only paying 62sen (for
the first tier of 0-20ms3).

“What does it mean when
you are selling water below the
production cost? It is a subsidy
or a rebate.

“Over five years (from 2019

to 2023), PBAPP has subsi-
dised over half a billion Ringgit,”
he said.

Chow emphasised that de-
spite the increase in water
rates from Feb 1, PBAPP was
still subsidising domestic water
consumers in the state.

Chow hoped for everyone's
understanding of the need to
reduce the subsidy given.

“The water rates for domes-
tic consumers have not been
reviewed for 30 years.

“If | choose not to review it,

my successor will also be facing
the same situation later.

“Please understand that we
do not wish to anger the con-
sumers,” Chow, who is also the
PBAPP chairman, said.

Lim Guan Eng (PH-Air Putih)
interjected and explained that
the people were angry over the
huge increase in domestic wa-
ter rates.

State govt to push for 20% tax allocation at Special Meeting

THE Penang government will
present a suggestion to the
federal government to return
20% of taxes collected to
each state at the upcoming
Special Meeting for all Men-
tris Besar, Chief Ministers
and Premier in July.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said his request aims to
enable the state government
to enhance its development
efforts.

The Special Meeting is ex-
pected to be chaired by Prime
Minister Datuk Seri Anwar
Ibrahim.

“Firstly, | will bring this sug-
gestion to the Penang execu-
tive council (exco) meeting for
discussion.

“We will also deliberate on
justified allocation to each
state or greater autonomy al-

located to each state in terms
of tax collection. —p

“If there is consen-
sus, | will then bring
this matter to the
special meeting for
further discussion.

“I hope the fed-
eral government
will consider our
request. We aim #
to see achange in terms
of allocation to each state,
particularly Penang, given its
status as one of the highest
tax-collecting states,” Chow
(PH-Padang Kota) replied to
a supplementary question
by Goh Choon Aik (PH-Bukit
Tambun) during the Penang
Legislative Assembly session
recently.

Goh had inquired about
plans by the state govern-

ment to request increased al-
location from the fed-
eral government for
various infrastructure
projects in the state.

Chow said there
are two ways the fed-
eral government could
Y/. consider should it
'f “decide to enter
“tain the request
from Penang, based on
recent perspectives shared
by constitutional law expert
Professor Emeritus Datuk Dr
Shad Saleem Faruqi in a local
newspaper.

“Firstly, Penang’s proposal
for the Federal government to
return 20% of tax revenues
collected from the state will
require a significant constitu-
tional amendment.

“Such an amendment

would require buy-in from all
the states, considering Ma-
laysia’s absence of a fiscal
decentralisation policy.

“Secondly, the Federal gov-
ernment can opt for the easi-
er way, which involves making
a policy change on this mat-
ter to determine the alloca-
tion of tax revenues to each
state. However, this will re-
quire unanimous agreement
from all states.

“I don’t know whether this
proposal will be taken seri-
ously or | will be blacklisted.

“I understand that the fed-
eral government also faces fi-
nancial constraints, particular-
ly given the high national debt.

“Nevertheless, | will try
my best to present this sug-
gestion for consideration,”
he said.

one year.

“This will allow domestic wa-
ter consumers to get used to
the higher water rates before
implementing the full 62sen
rate after one year,” Lim said.

Several assemblymen, from
Batu Lancang, Air Iltam, Bagan
Jermal, Bagan Dalam, Berapit
and Machang Bubuk, supported
the appeal.

Chow quoted Kebun Bunga
assemblyman: “There is no
right time to make an unpopular
decision.”

“Who can guarantee that
there will not be complaints next
year?” Chow asked.

Chow explained that the cur-
rent domestic water rates in
Penang with effect from Feb 1
were in compliance with federal
government regulations.

“We will refer the matter
to the Penang Legal Adviser,”
Chow said before wrapping up
his speech.

The State Legislative Assem-
bly was adjourned sine die at
4.33pm on May 30.

Later on June 5, the Penang
executive council (exco) direct-
ed PBAPP to provide rebates to
domestic water consumers in
Penang.

PBAPP will provide free wa-
ter for the first 10,000 litres of
each bill for six months, effec-
tive from July 2024 to Decem-
ber 2024.

“With these rebates, all
domestic water users will re-
ceive a rebate of RM6.20 on
each bill. For example, users
in the first band will only need
to pay RM6.20 (RM12.40 mi-
nus RM6.20) for two months,
while users in the second
band billed RM30 will only
need to pay RM23.80 for two
months,” the statement by
Penang Infrastructure, Trans-
port and Digital Committee
chairman Zairil Khir Johari
highlighted on June 5.

PBAPP has also expanded
the “Skim Rebat Mesra Ke-
luarga RM20” (RM20 Family-
Friendly Rebate Scheme) for
large households (eight peo-
ple or more) with an income
of RM5,000 or less. The
threshold income increased
from the previous RM2,250
threshold.
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HE Penang government is always
committed to upholding the Islam-

ic development agenda within the
state’s Muslim community.

Deputy Chief Minister | Prof Datuk
Dr Mohamad Abdul Hamid said as an
example, the state government :
has increased the allocation for
the state Islamic Religious Af-
fairs Department (JHEAIPP).

Muhammad Fauzi said there
was a pressing need for Penang to
have more WTPs to ensure smooth
and efficient water supply to its
consumers, both for domestic and
industrial purposes.

He supported his argument by
citing the Sungai Dua WTP, which
not too long ago, underwent valve
replacement works which resulted in
water disruptions from Jan 10 to 14.

Sungai Dua WTP is the most
important WTP in Penang as it sup-
plies 80% of the total volume of
treated water for the state.

Addressing this, Zairil (PH-Tanjo-
ng Bunga) said PBAPP is in discus-
sions regarding the setting up of
three new WTPs.

One of them is proposed to be
located in the vicinity of the Meng-
kuang Dam area.

“The second and third proposed
ones are slated for Sungai Muda
and Sungai Kerian.

“These  planned treatment
plants, currently in the develop-
mental stages, are expected to
increase the state’s water supply
capacity by up to 330 million litres
per day (MLD).

“When these treatment plants
are up and running, we will very
likely be able to evade any possible
risk of experiencing another water
crisis like the Sungai Dua WTP inci-
dent,” Zairil (pix) said in his winding-
up speech at the State Assembly
sitting on May 30.

On another matter, he said as
of April this year, a total of 414 out
of the 449 5G transmitter stations
have been successfully installed in
Penang, which means the rollout of
5G in the state has reached 90.8%
completion in populated areas.

“We hope to complete the instal-
lation of the remaining stations in
Q2 of this year,” Zairil said.

“Nevertheless, the state gov-
ernment is committed to reviv-
ing the tuna industry by finding
a strategic tuna landing hub.

“This initiative will not only
attract more investments from
international tuna industry
players but also influence the
agro-tourism industry in the
state and boost the export of
Penang's fish products,” Fahmi
(PH-Pantai Jerejak) said in his
winding-up speech at the State
Assembly sitting recently.

Fahmi (pix) added the tuna
landing hub project, once ma-
terialised, will also include
food and beverages (F&B)
shop lots, a fish market, and
various fisheries activities.

“We want to create some-

from banks to consider applying
for a loan scheme under Syari-
kat Jaminan Kredit Perumahan
(SJKP).

“SJKP, a company under
the federal government, offers
financing guarantees of up to
120% for houses worth up to
RM500,000, with loan tenures
of up to 35 years. This initiative

aims to facilitate homeowner-
ship for individuals.

“SJKP also provides a gov-
ernment guarantee scheme to
assist Malaysians without fixed
income and payslips to secure
housing loans.

“This loan scheme by SJKP
will be particularly beneficial for
low-income or middle-income
youth and firsttime home buy-
ers who aspire to own a house
but face challenges in obtain-
ing loans from financial institu-
tions,” he added.

Sundarajoo also announced
that the Penang government will
continue to request more Peo-
ple’s Housing Projects (PPRs) to
be built in the state, given Pen-
ang'’s status as one of the high-
est tax-collecting states.

“We have identified five sites,
comprising two on the island
and three on the mainland, for
PPR projects.

“The Local Government De-
velopment Ministry (KPKT) has
conducted preliminary assess-
ments on these five sites and is
pleased to announce that one
site has been chosen for the
PPR project.

“The selected site is located
at Lot 5381 and 5395 in the
central Seberang Perai district
near the Telok Ayer Tawar con-
stituency,” said Sundarajoo.

CM: State deficit due to beneficial programmes for people

THE increase in state deficit is
attributed to the various benefi-
cial programmes implemented
for the people of Penang, says
Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow.

He said these programmes
underscore the state gov-
ernment’s commitment to
the wellbeing of its people,
despite a lack of significant
growth in state revenue, result-
ing in a deficit.

“The state expenditure
mostly focuses on various pro-
grammes under i-Sejahtera,
support for the disabled, se-
nior citizens, single mothers
and Golden Child Programme.

“This also includes providing

cash assistance to taxi drivers,
bus operators and trishaw rid-
ers and special allocations for
various schools in the state.

“An annual spending of
RM240 million is also required
to cover the implementation of
various development projects
across the state,” Chow (PH-
Padang Kota) said in response
to an oral question by Teh Lai
Heng (PH-Komtar) during the
Penang Legislative Assembly
session recently.

Teh had wanted to know
the reason for the increase in
state deficit and the steps that
would be taken to reduce the
deficit.

Chow added that the state
government has approved a
deficit reduction strategy for
2024 during the recent execu-
tive council (exco) meeting.

“Through this strategy, we
will set a maximum ceiling (lim-
it) for the state budget 2025.

“This is because we cannot
always rely on the accumulated
balance of the state’s consoli-
dated fund to cover the deficit.

“We will prioritise statutory
expenditure compared to non-
statutory spending in the state.

“At the same time, we will
also double up our efforts
and initiatives to increase the
state’s revenue,” said Chow.

“In response to a proposal
by the Batu Uban assembly-
man A.Kumaresan, the state
government is also exploring
innovative solutions to further
assist traders.

“One such initiative under
consideration is the feasibility
of container concept stores for

unlicensed hawk-
ers in Batu Uban.

“This project
aims to boost en-
trepreneurship for
* the target group
| and will involve a
comprehensive
feasibility  study
and  costbenefit
analysis to ensure
its viability and
benefits,” Rashidi
(pix) said during his winding-up
speech at the State Legislative
Assembly sitting on May 30.

Rashidi (BN-Sungai Acheh)
added to further stimulate en-
trepreneurial growth, the state
government has announced a
series of initiatives.

Among them are “Jelajah Us-
ahawan Pulau Pinang” and pro-
grammes to instill interest in
becoming entrepreneurs such
as in schools.

Besides that, Rashidi said
the “Skim Pinjaman Harapan”,
which is a collaboration be-
tween the state government
and PDC, continues to offer
crucial financial support to mi-
cro-entrepreneurs in Penang.

“As of May 24, 2024, the
scheme benefited 4,204 micro-
entrepreneurs with loans total-
ing RM29.02 million.

“These initiatives demon-
strate the state government’s
unwavering commitment to
fostering a vibrant entrepre-
neurial ecosystem, driving
economic growth, and en-
hancing the well-being of its
citizens,” he added.

“This shows the confidence
of hotel operators in the de-
velopment of the tourism in-
dustry in Penang,” Wong said.

Answering a  question
raised by Joseph Ng (PH-Air
Iltam) about hotel fee collec-
tion, Wong said over RM72

million has been collected
since the fee was imposed in
2014.

Approximately 88% of ho-
tel fees were collected from
hotels on the island, with the
remainder coming from Se-
berang Perai.

Hotel fees were introduced
by the Penang government to
finance tourism development
and promotion programmes.
Every hotel in the state col-
lects a fee based on its star
rating: RM2 per night per room
for 3-star hotels and below,
and RM3 per night per room
for 4-star hotels and above.

In this respect, the Penang
government is striving to pre-
serve the state reserves this
year by reducing the deficit and
ensuring it maintains a healthy
balance for 2025.

“In 2022 and 2023, it simply
requested proposals for lists of
development projects in each
parliamentary and state constit-
uency, respectively.

“However, this time, the
session will present a list of
proposed major development
projects for 2025 utilising state
allocations.

“Following this presentation,
MPs and state assemblymen
can provide feedback or sugges-
tions during the dialogue session
at the end of the engagement,”
he said in his speech at Komtar
on May 16, before launching the
engagement session.

“Most people perceive Pen-
ang as developed, assuming it
must be affluent.

“However, the reality is quite
the opposite.

income, | will be frank, except for
land-related revenue. This reve-
nue can accommodate deficits
and bolster reserves.

“This is the reality we face in
Penang,” he added.

Chow explained that despite
the challenges, Penang remains
a dynamic state in terms of eco-
nomic development because
the state government is not the
sole driver of progress.

“In Penang, the private sec-
tor plays a significantly larger
role than the public sector.

“Investment in projects far
exceeds what the state alone
can afford.

“Therefore, we consistently
emphasise the need for the
government to facilitate develop-
ment through methods we refer
to as PPP (Public-Private Partner-
ship). This approach is crucial
for fostering development.

“However, these develop-
ments do not necessarily
translate into high revenue
for the state. The tax revenue
generated from the investors

may not outweigh the incen-
tives provided to them by the
government.

“Nonetheless, their presence
is vital as they create job oppor-
tunities and stimulate economic
activities,” he added.
