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PM kicks off cable car project

T'S finally on after years of
Imetioulous planning!

The eagerly awaited Pen-
ang Hill Cable Car project has of-
ficially started with the ground-
breaking ceremony by Prime
Minister Datuk Seri Anwar lbra-
him at the Penang Botanic Gar-
dens recently.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Ye-
ow, also present at the ceremo-
ny, described it as a historic day
for the state.

“l am glad that today we are
ready to move from the planning
and design stages to the physi-
cal works.

“The Penang Hill Cable Car
project is slated to improve
connectivity and accessibility to
Penang Hill, transforming it into
a must-visit historic landmark.

“It will be an additional iconic
tourist attraction in Penang Hill,
similar to the Penang Hill funicu-
lar service.

“The project will serve as
an alternative mode of trans-
portation up the hill, especially
during emergencies, and will
enhance visitors’ appreciation
of Penang Hill's natural beauty
and biodiversity.

“Additionally, it will help man-
age tourist traffic load, particu-
larly during peak seasons. The
project will also enhance and
beautify the Penang Botanic
Gardens area, benefiting both
locals and visitors with improved
infrastructure, landscaping, and
green spaces for recreation,”
said Chow in his speech.

Hartasuma, a pioneer in the
Malaysian rail industry, has
been awarded a 30-year con-
cession for the Penang Hill Ca-
ble Car through a PublicPrivate
Partnership (PPP) on a design,
finance, build, operate, and
transfer (DFBOT) basis.

The company has appointed
Austriabased ropeway market
leader, Doppelmayr Seilbahnen
GmbH, to supply the cable car
system.

Hartasuma will invest at least
RM245 million in the project.

According to Chow, the Pen-
ang Hill Cable Car project is ex-
pected to be completed in the
third quarter of 2026.

“The cable car alignment will
start from the garden station lo-
cated at the existing Economic
Garden (Taman Ekonomi) in

Penang Botanic Gardens and
end at the summit of Penang
Hill, behind the Penang Hill Po-
lice Station.

“The cable car line is 2.73 km
long and will feature 50 eight-
seater gondolas, with a ride
time of less than 10 minutes.
All key infrastructure within the
development is committed to
Green Building Index (GBI) Gold
certification.

“In short, the cable car will
serve as a gateway to the Pen-
ang Hill Biosphere Reserve,
catalysing the transformation
of Penang Hill and its sur-
rounding areas.

“The Penang government’s
involvement in this project un-
derscores our commitment to
preserving Penang Hill for future
generations while growing the
local economy through sustain-
able tourism,” said Chow.

Meanwhile, Hartasuma ex-
ecutive director Tan Sri Ravin-
dran Menon said for seamless
connectivity, the cable car and
funicular stations at the sum-
mit are less than a five-minute
walk apart.

“We will also introduce an
electric feeder bus service
linking the Botanic Gardens
ground station with the Air
Iltam funicular station. This
integration will create a co-
hesive transit loop, allowing
visitors the option of expe-
riencing the hill comprehen-
sively,” he said.

Anwar urged Hartasuma to
ensure that the cable car proj-
ect is culturally vibrant and envi-
ronmentally friendly, as Penang
Hill attracts millions of visitors
locally and abroad due to its
unigue tourism destination.

“This includes measures to

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Major water projects to
meet rising demand

THE Penang Water Supply Cor-
poration (PBAPP) is undertaking
four major water supply engi-
neering projects this year to ad-
dress Penang'’s increasing water
demand.

PBAPP chief executive officer
Datuk K. Pathmanathan, stated
that the four priority projects are:
1. Package 12A at the

Sungai Dua Water Treatment
Plant (WTP).

2. A 13km x 1.8m pipeline
from Sungai Dua WTP to
Butterworth in Seberang
Perai.

3. A 3.9km x 1.8m pipeline on
Penang island, from the
Macallum area to the PBAPP
Bukit Dumbar Complex.

4. A 1.35m Sungai Perai River-
Crossing pipeline.

“The total estimated cost of
these four projects is RM220
million.

“Package 12A and the 1.8m
pipeline laying projects are part
of PBAPP’s Water Contingency
Plan 2030 (WCP 2030).

“The Sungai Perai River-
Crossing pipeline project is a
longterm solution to replace
the burst 1.35m underwater
pipeline. It will serve as a crucial
component of PBAPP’s pipeline
network, enabling the trans-
fer of more treated water from
Sungai Dua to the southwest
district on Penang Island, cen-
tral Seberang Perai, and south
Seberang Perai (SPS) areas,”
Pathmanathan said on June 27.

He added that PBAPP’s com-
mitment to complete these

projects in 2024 shows its re-
sponse to Penang’s growing wa-
ter demand.

Pathmanathan also high-
lighted completed projects from
2023 and the first quarter of
this year, which include:
® A new dissolved air floatation
(DAF) water treatment module
at the Bukit Panchor WTP to in-
crease water supply by 10 MLD
in SPS in 2024, the first compo-
nent of the WCP 2030.
® Two 0.25 MLD ‘Portable
WTPs’ at Taman Sungai Duri
Indah to alleviate intermittent
water issues in this SPS neigh-
bourhood.

@ |nstallation of suction tanks
at the Taman Widuri and Taman
Wellesley pumping stations to al-
leviate intermittent water issues
in these SPS neighbourhoods.
@® Replacement of two major
1.2m control valves at the Sun-
gai Dua WTP and various ancil-
lary water works projects at 22
other locations throughout Pen-
ang to prevent major unsched-
uled water supply interruptions
for 590,000 consumers on
Penang Island and in Seberang
Perai.

® Pipeline diversion works to
connect two 600mm pipelines
at Sungai Perai as a midterm
solution to the burst 1.35m un-
derwater pipeline mishap that
affected 120,000 consumers
on Penang Island.

“The total expenditure for
these projects amounted to
RM33.72 million,” Pathmana-
than added.



AT a wonderful start
and a golden ending!

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ITH a total invest-
ment of over RM900
million, Taiwan-based

Elite Material Co. Ltd. (EMC) will
spread its wings into Southeast
Asia by setting up its first plant
in Penang.

The new facility, a copper<clad
laminate (CCL) manufacturing
plant, will be constructed at Pen-
ang Science Park North (PSPN).

Welcoming the investment,
Chief Minister Chow Kon Ye-
ow highlighted the company’s
significant role in the technol-
ogy sector.

“Founded in 1992, EMC has
become a leading producer of
prepreg and CCL, with a partic-
ular focus on halogen-free CCL
materials since 2013.

“These materials are essen-
tial in complex printed circuit
boards (PCBs) used in radio
frequency (RF) products and in-
tegrated circuit (IC) substrates,

which are crucial for semicon-
ductors in IC products.

“EMC is recognised as a
technology leader with over 250
patents, catering to industries
such as mobile communica-
tions, Al (artificial intelligence)
/ HPC (high performance com-
puting) / Cloud Data Centres,
5G infrastructure, electric vehi-
cles, and autonomous driving,”
Chow told a media conference
in Komtar on June 20.

He added the new plant
would cover 14 acres and be
constructed in two phases
with a total investment of over
RM900 million.

Chow expressed gratitude to
EMC for selecting Penang for its
new plant, reinforcing Penang’s
position as a high-impact eco-
nomic hub.

Chow also reflected on Pen-
ang’s historical success in at-
tracting substantial foreign di-
rect investment (FDI) in the E&E
and semiconductor sectors.

“In 2023 alone, Penang re-
corded RM63.4 billion in ap-

proved manufacturing invest-
ments, a 463% year-on-year
increase, representing 42%
of the national total. The E&E
sector contributed RM54.7
billion, or 86% of the total ap-
proved manufacturing invest-
ments,” he said.

He thanked InvestPenang and
the Malaysian Investment Devel-
opment Authority (Mida) for their
efforts in making Penang a pre-
ferred investment location.

Later, when replying to the
incentive which prompted EMC
to invest in Malaysia, EMC chair-
man and chief executive officer
Albert Dong said the corporation
received a standard incentive.

“The incentive was not the
main reason for our investment
in Penang, Malaysia. Overall,
while Thailand is much cheaper,

we chose to come here over oth-
er more affordable destinations.

“In the long term, it is im-
portant to be with your cus-
tomers and be at a location
with a culture of diligence and
strong work ethics.

“The incentive is merely
the cherry on top, enhancing
an already excellent offering,”
he said.

Chow said that Dong’s re-
ply confirmed what the state
government had been saying
for quite some time: land cost
is often a minor consideration
for investors.

“Incentives matter but are
not the primary factor in some
companies’ decision-making.

“We believe investors are
drawn here by the strong eco-
system, robust supply chain,

talented workforce, intellectual
property protection, and clus-
ters of related industries.

“Usually, when one invest-
ment decision is made, it is like-
ly that vendors will be encour-
aged to follow,” Chow added.
