That may just be the reality when
the North Coastal Paired Road (NCPR)
project, known as Package 1 under the
Penang Transport Master Plan (PTMP),
is completed.

The project is set to commence soon
following the Penang government’s ap-
proval of a new alighment and commer-
cial terms.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow an-
nounced that the project will serve as
an alternative route from Tanjong Bun-
gah to Teluk Bahang, improving con-
nectivity and reducing congestion along
Penang’s northern coastline while also
acting as a catalyst for socio-economic
development in Batu Ferringhi and Te-
luk Bahang.

IMAGINE driving from the Floating

“The new alignment has been strate-
gically designed to avoid densely popu-
lated residential areas, including Jalan
Chee Seng, Jalan Chan Siew Teong,
Marvista, Beverly Hills, and surround-

ing neighbourhoods,” Chow said at a
recent press conference.

“The project will span 10.61 km,
consisting of an 8.41km main road
and a 2.2km coastal section. It will be-

T

gin at Jalan Lembah Permai (Tanjong
Bungah) and run along the coastline,
passing the Floating Mosque before
reconnecting with the main road near
Shamrock. The route will then extend
through Batu Ferringhi before ending
at Teluk Bahang.

“From the Floating Mosque to Teluk
Bahang, the travel time will be signifi-
cantly reduced to just 7 minutes from

the current 30-45 minutes.”

Once approvals are in place, the
project, undertaken by Consortium
Zenith Construction Sdn Bhd (CZC), is
expected to take five years, with con-
struction potentially starting in 2026
and concluding by 2031.

Chow added the project is estimated
to cost RM2.43 billion, with an addi-
tional RM500 million allocated for land
acquisition.

[t will take six months for the detailed
design to be finalised. The project will
also require an Environmental Impact
Assessment (EIA) Amendment for the
coastal section to accommodate the
new alignment.

According to Chow, the Penang
government will finance 4.88km of
the road from Jalan Tanjong Bungah
to Jalan Sungai Emas through a land

swap agreement with CZC, while CZC
will selffinance the remaining 5.73 km
from Jalan Sungai Emas to Teluk Ba-
hang, with costs to be offset through
future development projects in Penang.

Also present were State Secretary
Datuk Zulkifli Long, state Infrastruc-
ture, Transport and Digital Committee
chairman Zairil Khir Johari, Penang In-
frastructure Corporation chief executive
officer Datuk Seri Farizan Darus, CZC
director Lim Hee Khoon, CZC chief ex-
ecutive officer Rohana Shariff, and CZC
president (project & development) Lim
Hooi Kooi.

As a matter of interest, Package
2, known as the Air Itam-Tun Dr Lim
Chong Eu Expressway Bypass, was
the first package to begin construc-
tion and has now achieved over 73%
work progress.

Chow elaborated that the Chi-
na+1 strategy involves compa-
nies expanding their manufac-
turing and sourcing operations
beyond China by incorporating
at least one additional country
into their supply chain.

“This approach mitigates
risks associated with over-reli-
ance on a single market.

“Similarly, the US+1 strategy
encourages companies to diver-
sify away from exclusive depen-

dence on the United States by
establishing alternative produc-
tion locations.

“In essence, both strate-
gies aim to enhance supply
chain stability by reducing re-
liance on a single country for
manufacturing.

“With Penang’s established
infrastructure, skilled work-
force, and investorfriendly
policies, the state stands as a
compelling alternative for multi-
national corporations seeking to
navigate these trade challenges
while ensuring supply chain re-
silience,” Chow said.

Chow also urged the federal
government, in Malaysia's ca-
pacity as Asean chair, to lead
regional efforts in strengthen-
ing Asean-wide cooperation to
counterbalance the effects of
these tariffs.

“One way of doing it is by
speeding up the US-Asean Sum-
mit. This would enable Malaysia
and the rest of Asean to conduct

Penang seeks stronger
ties with Hong Kong

PENANG is keen to strengthen
its ties with Hong Kong, recognis-
ing the region’s robust economic
and cultural relationship as a key
driver for future growth.

At a recent dinner organised
by the Hong Kong Economic &
Trade Office, in collaboration with
the Hong Kong Trade Develop-
ment Council, the Hong Kong-
Malaysia Business Association,
and Invest Hong Kong, stake-
holders gathered to foster closer
relations and explore new oppor-
tunities for collaboration.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow, who attended the event,
emphasised Penang’s role as a
global leader in the semiconduc-
tor and electronics industries,
contributing approximately 5% of
global semiconductor exports.

“Penang has evolved into a
global manufacturing hub, home
to a thriving ecosystem of high-
tech industries.

“It consistently ranks
among Malaysia’s top export-
ing states, making a significant
contribution to the country’s
external trade,” Chow said in
his speech at the event.

In 2023, Penang’s exports
totaled RM435 billion, ac-
counting for 31% of Malay-
sia’s total exports - the highest
among all states.

Over the past five years (2019
2023), the state contributed an
average of 58% of the nation’s
electrical and electronics (E&E)
exports, with RM341 billion re-
corded in 2023.

Chow reaffirmed Penang’s
commitment to strengthening
investment ties with Hong Kong,
particularly in the tourism sector.

Sungai Dua Dewatering Plant begins operations

THE newly constructed Sungai
Dua Dewatering Plant (SDDP), a
state-of-the-art facility designed
to manage residue generated
at the Sungai Dua Water Treat-
ment Plant (Sungai Dua WTP),
officially commenced operations
recently.

Penang Water Supply Cor-
poration (PBAPP) chief execu-
tive officer Datuk K. Pathm-
anathan announced that the
RM20 million facility, out-
sourced to Alam Aliran Kualiti
(M) Sdn Bhd, will operate un-
der PBAPP’s supervision.

Alam Aliran Kualiti, a Penang-
based company specialising in
scheduled waste management
and wastewater treatment, will
oversee its daily operations.

“SDDP has the capacity to
safely handle up to 500 metric
tons (mt) of WTP residue daily.
In 2024, the Sungai Dua WTP
produced an average of 1,021
million litres per day (MLD) of
treated water, supplying approxi-
mately 465,000 consumers
in Seberang Perai and Penang
Island. This process generated
around 450mt of residue daily.

“To put this into perspective,
let us compare the residue’s
weight to that of a Perodua Ati-
va, a popular compact SUV. A
Perodua Ativa weighs 1.035mt,
meaning that 450mt of resi-
due is roughly equivalent to the
mass of 435 Ativas!

“Please note that the maxi-
mum design capacity of the
SDDP is 500mt. The additional
50mt margin accommodates
the production of up to 1,342
MLD of treated water per day in
the future,” Pathmanathan said
in his speech before Chief Min-
ister Chow Kon Yeow officiated
the new plant at Sungai Dua
WTP recently.

Tof 10,000 tiger prawns

(Penaeus monodon) off the
coast of Pulau Betong marked a
milestone in the Penang South
Island (PSI) Ecology Offset Mas-
terplan (PEOM), a key initiative
aimed at enhancing fishery re-
sources and strengthening ma-
rine conservation.

The event held recently saw
participation from representa-
tives of key government agen-
cies and relevant departments,
underscoring the commitment
to sustainable marine biodiver-
sity efforts.

Penang Infrastructure Corpora-
tion Sdn Bhd (PICSB) chief execu-
tive officer Datuk Seri Farizan Da-
rus emphasised the importance
of the restocking programme as
part of PEOM’s broader marine
conservation agenda.

“Beyond reaffirming our dedi-
cation to marine conservation
and sustainable fisheries, this
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initiative is a pilot project to as-
sess the effectiveness of fish
and shrimp restocking in Pen-
ang’s southern waters.

“The insights gained will be
invaluable for future conserva-
tion efforts,” he said.

Farizan also acknowledged
the contributions of the Centre
for Marine and Coastal Studies
(CEMACS) of Universiti Sains
Malaysia (USM) in guiding the
initiative.

He paid tribute to the late
Prof Datuk Dr Zulfigar Yasin, a
leading figure in marine ecosys-
tem restoration, who was instru-
mental in shaping the research
behind PEOM before his pass-

ing on Feb 3.
The restocking initiative,
which  officially launches a

large-scale marine biodiversity
restoration effort, will see an
additional 42,000 tiger prawns
and 25,000 seabass (Lates cal-
carifer) released in phases over
the next five months near Pulau
Betong and Pulau Kendi.

The programme is a collabor-
ative effort between the Penang

government, through project de-
veloper Silicon Island Develop-
ment Sdn Bhd, CEMACS, and
key government agencies.

CEMACS director Prof Datuk
Dr Aileen Tan highlighted the
careful scientific and environ-
mental considerations behind
the selection of species for re-
stocking.

“We follow strict ecological
criteria to ensure that the re-
stocking does not disrupt the
existing marine ecosystem.

“Only native species with high
survival rates in Penang’s wa-
ters are introduced,” she said.

She added that continuous
monitoring and genetic studies
would be conducted to assess
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10,000 tiger prawns released

the movement and migratory
patterns of the released shrimp
and fish, ensuring the pro-
gramme’s long-term success.

Penang Agrotechnology, Food
Security and Cooperative Devel-
opment Committee chairman
Fahmi Zainol reaffirmed the
state’s commitment to sustain-
able fishery resources, stress-
ing the direct benefits for local
fishing communities.

Juru Hills, a new Rumah Mu-
tiaraKu project, is set to take
off on the mainland with the
support from BPMB and Firma
Atasan through an RM18.5
million Tawarruq Financing Fa-
cility agreement.

Sundarajoo said for Juru
Hills, banks will offer a 95%
loan, with the remaining 5%
borne by the developer as a
loan for the downpayment.

decided with the developer.

Basically, it means buyers of
Juru Hills units need not worry
about coughing up the 5% down-
payment in one lump sum as
they can pay it in instalments.

“Moving forward, what we
want to work out is a mecha-
nism where buyers of Rumah
MutiaraKu will only need to
pay RM10 as a downpayment
for the first 10%. The balance
of the 10% will be absorbed by
the developers.

“This initiative is to make
homeownership easier for those
who deserve it. We are stillinthe
process of exploring this,” Sun-
darajoo said during the Memo-
randum of Understanding (MoU)
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signing ceremony recently.

Regarding Juru Hills, Sun-
darajoo said the project will
also provide facilities such as
swimming pool, gymnasium
and others.

“We are not just talking about
homes but lifestyles. Residents
living in affordable housing
schemes also deserve a de-
cent living environment, and the
developer has come forward to
provide these,” he added.

Sundarajoo said the state
government has introduced
a new policy for housing, re-
quiring affordable housing to
meet Green Building Index
(GBI) standards.

Firma Atasan executive direc-
tor Chew Why Hoong highlighted
the inclusion of important com-
munity facilities in the project,
such as a Youth Learning Centre
and a Nursing Home.

“We aim to set a new bench-
mark for affordable housing in
Penang and beyond by prioritis-
ing the wellbeing of residents.

“The project also includes
11 shop offices and facilities
to support community growth,
including the Youth Learn-
ing Centre for technical train-
ing and a Nursing Home with
capacity for 94 elderly resi-
dents,” Chew said.

Umque housing initiative

According to Chew, the first
phase focuses on Block A, de-
livering 618 affordable units,
with the second phase adding
another 618 units, bringing the
total to 1,236 homes.

It is learned that the units
are priced between RM248,000
and RM278,000.

Each unit will provide at least
two parking spaces, with some
offering three.

The Juru Hills project will also
incorporate GBIl-compliant sus-
tainability features, including a
rainwater harvesting system,
a solar energy solution and a
wastewater treatment facility.

BPMB Group chief executive
officer Roni Abdulwahab said the
bank is committed to supporting
socioeconomic projects and em-
powering local businesses.

“BPMB is focused on provid-
ing capital for national develop-
ment, especially for underserved
communities, while strengthen-
ing our clients’ capabilities.

“This partnership with Fir-
ma Atasan is a step towards
making homeownership more
accessible while integrating
sustainability into urban devel-
opment,” he said.

The project is expected to cre-
ate more than 460 jobs, further
stimulating the local economy.

‘Home of Hope’ comfort
for cancer patients

A DILAPIDATED bungalow along
Lebuhraya Rose has been given
a new lease of life, transformed
into a beacon of hope for cancer
patients in Penang and beyond.

Thanks to the collaborative
efforts of the Penang Island
City Council (MBPP), the Na-
tional Cancer Society Malaysia
(NCSM) and generous donors,
the “MBPP Home of Hope” now
stands as a sanctuary for those
battling the disease.

The property, owned by MB-
PP, has been leased to NCSM,
which will oversee its opera-
tions, ensuring that patients,
especially the underprivileged,
receive care in a warm, comfort-
able environment.

NCSM managing director As-
soc Prof Dr M. Muralitharan said
the idea for the centre was first
discussed in 2023, driven by a
pressing need to bridge gaps in
cancer treatment accessibility.

“Our priority was to create a
space where cancer patients,
particularly children and adults
from low-income backgrounds,
could receive treatment without
feeling like just another number
in a hospital ward,” he said dur-
ing the launch event recently.

The facility is not just an ex-
tension of Penang Hospital’s on-
cology services but also a holis-
tic care centre, offering physio-
therapy, dietary assistance and
other crucial support services.

The transformation of the
bungalow into a fully functional
care centre was made pos-
sible through remarkable com-
munity generosity.

MBPP raised RM547,100
through a charity drive, while
philanthropist Traccie Chan led
a fundraising effort, whereby
RM250,000 was raised through
public support, bringing the total
to RM797,100.

However, MBPP mayor Datuk
A. Rajendran disclosed that the
actual cost far exceeded this
amount, considering the value of
donated materials, consultancy
and workmanship.

“Finding the right location was
not easy.

“Several vacant premises
required extensive repairs, and
one proposed site in Mount Er-
skine had a restoration cost run-
ning into the millions, making it
unsuitable.

"After much deliberation, we
settled on Lebuhraya Rose as

the best option,” Rajendran said.

He extended his heartfelt grat-
itude to key supporters, includ-
ing Datuk Toh Chin Leong, Datuk
Chan Soo How, Traccie Chan,
contractor Lim Chin Siang, and
Datuk Seri Jerry Chan Fook Sing
and Datuk Khoo Teck Chong,
who played crucial roles in the
project’s success.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow,
who officiated the opening, hailed
the initiative as a model for future
community-driven projects.

“Cancer knows no boundar-
ies, age, race or background.

“Patients deserve not only
treatment but also the hope that
they can return to a normal life.

“MBPP and NCSM have set
a powerful example of what can
be achieved when people come
together for a greater cause,”
Chow said.

Also present at the ceremony
were Chow’s wife, Tan Lean Kee,
the centre's patron, state Social
Development, Welfare and Non-
Islamic Religious Affairs Com-
mittee chairman Lim Siew Khim
and MBPP Town Planning direc-
tor Mohd Bashir Sulaiman.
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NEW Pertubuhan
Pusat Aktiviti Warga
Emas (PAWE) has been

established in the Kebun
Bunga constituency, making
it the second such facility in
the northeast district of Pen-
ang island.

This state government initia-
tive aims to provide a dedicated
space for senior citizens to en-
gage in daily activities and social

interactions.

State Social Development,
Non-Religious (IS THIS COR-

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THE Kuala Juru Volunteer Fire
and Rescue Team (PBS Kuala
Juru) has received its first fire
engine in over 20 years, thanks
to an RM105,000 allocation
from the Penang government.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
officiated the handover ceremo-
ny recently in Kuala Juru, a small
fishing village in a remote part of
Bukit Mertajam, Seberang Perai.

During the event, Chow
also announced an additional
RM20,000 allocation from his
Batu Kawan parliamentary con-
stituency fund in response to
a request from Wahid Othman,
chairman of the Seberang Perai
Fishermen’s Association Unit ‘B’
Kuala Juru and chairman of the
Kuala Juru Volunteer Fire and
Rescue Team, for the purchase
of firefighting equipment.

In addition, local resident
Sing Kheng Seng contributed
RM15,000 to support the pur-
chase of the fire engine.

Chow also revealed that the
state government is consider-
ing the construction of afford-
able homes on a 27-acre idle
land in Kuala Juru.

Among those present at the
event were state senior assis-
tant fire superintendent Ahmad
Nazri Zakariah, state fire officer

Volunteer Fire and Rescue Team

Ahmad Nasaruddin Abdul Man-
an, Penang Fishermen’s Area
Association chairman Mahdi Mat
Rozi, Village Community Man-
agement Council (MPKK) mem-
bers, Masjid Jamek Kuala Juru
representatives and members of
the local fishing community.

In his speech, Chow com-
mended the Kuala Juru Vol
unteer Fire and Rescue Team
and the Fishermen’s Area As-
sociation for jointly organising a
gotong-royong lunch, highlighting
their strong sense of community.

He also praised the volunteer
firefighters for their commitment
to protecting lives and property.

“The state government re-
mains committed to supporting
initiatives that strengthen com-
munity resilience. This year, we
have allocated RM360,000 to
be distributed among 36 active
volunteer fire brigades across
Penang,” he said.

Chow noted that houses in
Kampung Kuala Juru are built
close to one another, increasing
the risk of rapid fire spread.

“With this new fire engine, |

hope the volunteer firefighters
will be better equipped to provide
emergency assistance not just in
Kampung Kuala Juru but also in
the surrounding areas,” he added.

Reflecting on past fire inci-
dents, Wahid recalled that when
he was a child, a fire destroyed
12 houses in Kuala Juru.

More recently, in 2022, a fire
claimed the life of a person with
disabilities (OKU) in the village.

“We are grateful to the state
government and donors like
Sing Kheng Seng for their con-
tributions in helping us acquire
this fire engine,” Wahid said.

Looking ahead, he expressed
hope that with continued support
from the government and private
sector, Kuala Juru would receive
a new jetty and tourist boats to
further boost local tourism.

He also shared that their
fishermen’s unit has success-
fully established homestay ac-
commodations and hall rental
services to generate additional
income for its 138 members,
including single mothers and
young individuals.
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She added various outreach
programmes had been imple-
mented, including Sukarelawan
Mutiara which encourages com-
munity involvement, along with
targeted aid initiatives.

Lim hoped for greater partici-
pation in PAWE programmes to
foster a more inclusive society.

During the event, Lim also
acknowledged the contribu-
tions of the aging community,
especially in managing their
households.

Meanwhile, Kebun Bunga
assemblyman Lee Boon Heng
shared his concerns over the

increasing number of elderly-
related sudden deaths in Rifle
Range, citing three such cases
since he was elected.

"The new PAWE centre pro-
vides a dedicated space for
the senior citizens to carry
out their daily routines," Lee
said, thanking the state gov-
ernment for selecting Rifle
Range for the initiative.

Balanced development in

GEORGE Town has undergone
a remarkable transformation
over the years, evolving from
a former free port and a key
player in the spice trade into
a renowned heritage site and
popular tourist destination.

With its well-preserved build-
ings, vibrant cultural scene, and
thriving tourism industry, the city
at the heart of Penang island
continues to strike a balance be-
tween development and heritage
conservation.

State Local Government,
Town and Country Planning
Committee  chairman H'ng
Mooi Lye told Buletin Mutiara
that the Penang2030 vision
serves as a key catalyst for
sustainable development.

"The Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) has instructed
that all new development proj-
ects obtain green building cer-
tification to align with the envi-
ronmental goals.

“This transformation did not
happen overnight but is the re-
sult of collaboration between the
state government, the business
sector and local communities.

"We want to make sure that
sustainable development s
achieved across George Town
and Penang island in the future,”
he said.

Since George Town’s designa-
tion as a Unesco World Heritage
Site, the state has undertaken
various rejuvenation efforts, par-
ticularly through the adaptive re-
use of heritage buildings.

H'ng said the state has of
fered financial incentives for the
restoration of heritage buildings
since last year.

"Owners of Category 1 heri-
tage buildings received up to
RM200,000, while Category 2
buildings are eligible for up to
RM50,000," he said.

H'ng expressed his gratitude
to the joint efforts of the state,
and relevant authorities in pre-
serving the city’s heritage.

When asked about urban
planning policies at the heritage
city, H'ng pointed out that the
George Town Special Area Plan
was gazetted in 2016.

"This plan serves as a refer-
ence for all development proj-
ects," he added.
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Success story of a baulu maker

UIH BAULU, a beloved
Ktraditional snack in Ma-

laysia, continues to be
a favourite among people of
all ages.

Whether enjoyed during fes-
tive seasons like Hari Raya
or as a delightful morning or
evening treat, this simple deli-
cacy, made with just three in-
gredients — eggs, sugar and
flour — has remained popular
for generations.

One of the successful entre-
preneurs keeping this tradition
alive is 29vyearold Muhamad
Amin Mohd Bukhari.

He has been running his fam-
ily’s kuih baulu business, Baulu
Bumbung Lima in Kepala Batas,
after inheriting it from his moth-
er in 2020.

Muhamad Amin’s journey in
the kuih baulu business began
as part of his family's long-
standing tradition.

“My grandfather started this
business 20 years ago, and
my mother took over from him
before | assumed responsibility
due to her health issues,” he
told Buletin Mutiara during an
interview at his shop recently.

Originally, Baulu Bumbung
Lima operated as a wholesale
business, supplying kuih baulu
to various retailers.

However, Muhamad Amin has
since expanded its operations
to include direct retail sales,
allowing customers to walk in
and purchase freshly made kuih
baulu at any time.

The shop’s main product is
its traditional kuih baulu, made
using the same original recipe
passed down for two decades.

“We have always maintained
the same recipe to ensure our
kuih baulu retains its authentic
taste. Each container, contain-
ing 33 pieces, is i
sold at an affordable -
price of RM9.50.

“Due to over |
whelming demand, |
the business now
produces up to
16,500 pieces of
kuih baulu per day,
with all of them
selling out daily,” |
he said.

In addition to the
classic version, Muhamad Amin
said Baulu Bumbung Lima also
offers pandan and red velvet fla-
vored kuih baulu, which are pri-
marily marketed in Kuala Lum-
pur and Selangor.

Beyond kuih baulu, Muha-
mad Amin has diversified his
offerings to include other tra-
ditional snacks such as kuih

putu kacang, dodol, kuih loy-
ang and peniaram.

His business also supports
local entrepreneurs by selling
up to 200 types of kerepek
(crackers) produced by them.

Currently, Baulu Bumbung
Lima supplies its kuih baulu to
markets in Penang, Selangor
and Kuala Lumpur.

Looking ahead, Muhamad
Amin is eager to further expand
his business by leveraging on-
line platforms to reach a wider
customer base.

He also expressed gratitude
to several institutions for their
support in helping him grow his
business.

Organisations such as the

National Entrepreneur Group
Economic Fund (Tekun Nasi-
onal), Bank Pertanian Malay-
sia Berhad (Agrobank), and
the Penang Regional Develop-
ment Authority (Perda) have
provided essential business
loans and equipment, en-
abling him to sustain and ex-
pand his operations.
